Week 1 - A New Life in Jesus

Who is Jesus (the Christ)? He is the Son of
God (the Father). Jesus means “Savior” or
“God (Yahweh) Saves”. Christ means “the
anointed one” or “Messiah”. It was a title
given to Jesus and is was not His last name.

There are hundreds of prophesies about
Jesus and His coming in scripture. All of
these titles or ideas refer to who Jesus is.
He is the One who came into the world to
save or redeem it (after the fall of Adam).
He was chosen and anointed by the Father
to save the world from sin and provide for a
pathway to Eternal Life for those who
believe in Him and serve Him. First to the
House of Israel and the Jews, and then to
the Gentiles and the entire world.

He was with the Father before the
foundation of the world. He was born of a
virgin (Mary). When Jesus was about 30
years old, he began to perform great
miracles and preach about the Good
News—His Gospel to the World. This is the
New Testament, New Deal, and New
Contract.

Jesus wants to have a direct and personal
relationship with each of us.

Before Jesus, the people of Israel were
living under the Old Law, the Law of Moses,
the Old Testament, and the Old Contract.

The OIld Testament had very strict rules and
severe earthly punishments if the rules
were broken. It wasn’t possible for the
average person to have a direct, personal
relationship with God. People had to go
through the Priests for this relationship and
to approach God and receive the

Contrato.

Jesus quiere tener una relacion directa y
personal con cada uno de nosotros.

Antes de Jesus, el pueblo de Israel vivia
bajo la Antigua Ley, la Ley de Moisés, el
Antiguo Testamento y el Antiguo Contrato.

El Antiguo Testamento tenia reglas muy
estrictas y severos castigos terrenales si las
reglas se rompian. No era posible que
cualquier persona tuviera una relaciéon
directa y personal con Dios.

Jesus changed all of that. He suffered and
died on the cross for the sins of the whole
world. The blood of God’s only son paid
the price for all our sins; once and forever.
We no longer need to kill animals or go
through Priests to ask God for forgiveness.

The Gospel of Jesus Christ provides for
greater love, forgiveness, and grace for
mistakes, when we sincerely ask for it.

Jesus also resurrected and arose from the
grave after His death on the cross, to show
us His power over death and that we will all
resurrect after our deaths. Jesus is now the
Head of our Church and will return for His
Bride (The Church).

What should Jesus mean to my life? The
short answer—is EVERYTHING! Jesus and
His Gospel should be the centerpiece of
your life.

You should BELIEVE in Him. You should
have FAITH in Him. You should REPENT of
your sins. You should be BAPTIZED.

After you're baptized, you should spend the
rest of your life trying to be Christ-like. In
other words, trying to be as much like
Christ as possible. This means loving God
with all your heart, mind, and soul (and
strength) AND loving your neighbor as
yourself. Obeying these two
commandments, means you’re obeying all
of God’s commandments.

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This will give you inner-joy and peace.
There’s no need to worry about worldly
possessions or the future as you once did.
If you put Jesus first in your life, and remain
faithful to the end, God has you in His
Hands and will take care of you in this life.
Even more importantly, you will spend
eternity with Him in Heaven.

How will my life change?

Having a New Life in Jesus implies there
was an old life, dead in your transgressions,
led by the evil one, who comes to steal and
destroy. God called you out of the world to
become part of the Family (Kingdom) of
God- and thus one of his children.

You are saved by grace through faith. It is a
gift of God. Your life should reflect
gratitude for what Jesus has done for you!

Now, you’re living in the Light of the New
Gospel, which is Jesus, and become “a new
creature in Christ.” God gives you a “new
heart” onto which he writes his
commandments; and God gives you His
Spirit - the Holy Spirit - to comfort you, and
to lead and guide you everything you do.

Your desires will be to follow God’s
commandments every day, and to love
others more than you ever have done
before, and to forgive those you previously
judged as unforgiveable as many times as
they offend and hurt you.

The Holy Spirit will help you to break old
bad habits and traits that will negatively
impact your new life and your relationship
with God. More and more, you’ll exhibit
Godly traits and the fruits of the Holy Spirit
—which are love, joy, peace,
longsuffering/patience,
gentleness/kindness, goodness, faith,
meekness, and temperance/self-control.

You can ask
God’s Spirit to tell you the words you need
to pray. Jesus says we have not, because
we ask not. We should ask, seek, and
knock. Our Good Father will only give us
good things. We also need to pray in the
name of Jesus to the Father.

You should daily read and study His Word -
the Bible and Book of Mormon. His Word
inspires and teaches us how to live.

You also need to go to church and attend
meetings. Part of this is to give your
testimony. It is important. It pleases God
and you'll be blessed. Your testimony will
also touch others who are in a similar
situation.

God expects us tell other people about
Jesus and invite them to church. You
should now feel a burden to share the
knowledge of Jesus and His Gospel with
others. In addition, He wants us to be
helpful to those in need, especially the
poor, and the widows and orphans.

Jesus is The Way, The Truth, and The Life of
all true followers.

Life as a Christian or Saint

What does it mean to truly be a Christian or
a Saint of God. Very simply it means that
you pattern your life after Jesus Christ. You
learn and obey God’s Word. You attempt to
follow all of God’s Commandments. You
have a consistent and solid prayer life. You
are a person of faith and love. You listen to
the Holy Spirit within you and try to do
God’s Will (even if it appears to be difficult
to do). You are a man or a woman who
daily tries to serve God to the best of his or
her ability.

What Does a Saint Look Like or How Does a
Saint Act?

The short answer is that a Saint should look
and act like the brothers and sisters in this
room. Saints are not just people from long
ago as discussed in the scriptures. God
wants us be the Saints of Latter Days (of
today)! We should not be like everyone else
in the world. God has called us out of the
world to be His followers and servants. The
scriptures are filled with examples and
characteristics of a true Christian or Saint.
Galatians (5:22-25) lists the Fruits of the
Spirit as: Love, Joy, Peace, Longsuffering
(Patience), Gentleness (Kindness),
Goodness, Faith, Meekness, and
Temperance (Self-Control). In Philippians
(4:6-9), we are told that we should spend
our time in prayer, supplication, and
thanksgiving (praising God). We should be
thinking and doing those things which are
True, Honest, Just, Pure, Lovely, and
Virtuous. In Second Nephi (31:20) it states
that “Ye must press forward with a
steadfastness in Christ, having a perfect
brightness of hope, and a love of God and of

¢Como se ve un Santo o como actua un
Santo?

Los Santos no son
s6lo personas de hace mucho tiempo que
lefan las escrituras. jDios quiere que
seamos los Santos de los ultimos dias (de
hoy)! No deberiamos ser como todos los
demads en el mundo. Dios nos ha llamado
fuera del mundo para ser sus seguidores y
siervos. Las Escrituras estdn llenas de
ejemplos y caracteristicas de un verdadero
Cristiano o Santo. Galatas (5:22-25) listas de
los frutos del espiritu como: amor, gozo,
paz, paciencia, gentileza, bondad, fe,
mansedumbre y templanza (control de uno
mismo). En Filipenses (4:6-9), se nos dice
gue debemos dedicar nuestro tiempo a
orar, suplicar y agradecer (alabar a Dios).
Deberiamos estar pensando y haciendo esas
cosas que son verdaderas, honestas, justas,
puras, encantadoras y virtuosas. En
segundo Nefi (31:20) es afirma que "debéis
seguir adelante con firmeza en Cristo,
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all men. Wherefore, if ye shall press
forward, feasting upon the word of Christ,
and endure to the end...Ye shall have
eternal life.” Consistency and endurance in
our spiritual life is a very important part of
being a Saint of God. But nothing is more
important than Love or Charity (I
Corinthians 13:13; Moroni 7:44). Everything
in your Christian life needs to start or have a
foundation in love (for God or your
neighbor—Matthew 22:35-40). Christians
or Saints should be the most caring and
loving people on earth.

Another way of looking at this is what a
Christian or Saint should not look or act like.
Of course many of us know what is
disapproved of in the Ten Commandments
(Exodus 20 and Deuteronomy 5). Some of
the most infamous sins are Taking God’s
Name in Vain, Adultery, Stealing, and
Murder. However, there are other sinful
behaviors or characteristics listed in the
scriptures. In Proverbs (6:16-20), thereis a
list of things that God hates. This includes
Pride, Lying, Feet that run to Mischief, and
Causing Discord among the People of God.
In Galatians there is a long list that includes
such sinful behavior as fornication,
witchcraft, causing strife, and hatred (Gal.
5:15-21). In Colossians there is also a list
which includes filthy communication (3:5-9).
God wants us to change after we are
baptized and no longer act the way we may
have in the past. It states in Colossians that
we should “put on the new man, which is
renewed in knowledge after the image of
him that created him.” In other words, we
need to act Christ-like.

Is it Possible to Act like a Saint or Christ-
like?

The answer is YES!!!I How? The simple
answer is that we cannot do it alone. We

Algunos de los pecados
mas infames son tomar el nombre de Dios
en vano, adulterio, robo y asesinato. Sin
embargo, hay otras conductas o
caracteristicas pecaminosas enumeradas en
las escrituras. En Proverbios (6:16-20), hay
una lista de cosas que Dios odia. Esto
incluye orgullo, mentira, pies que corren a
travesuras, y causando discordia entre el
pueblo de Dios. En Galatas hay una larga
lista que incluye el comportamiento
pecaminoso como fornicacion, brujeria,
causando contiendas y odio (Gal. 5:15-21).
En Colosenses también hay una lista que
incluye la comunicacién sucia (3:5-9). Dios
quiere que cambiemos después de que
seamos bautizados y ya no actuemos de la
manera de nuestro pasado. Declara en
Colosenses que debemos "poner en el
nuevo hombre, que se renueva en el
conocimiento después de la imagen de él
gue lo cred. En otras palabras, necesitamos
actuar como Cristo.
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need God and the Holy Spirit to help us.
The Word of God tells us what to do. We
need to have the desire to do these Godly
things. But we also need to ask God to help
us. This requires a consistent prayer life.
We need to ask the Holy Spirit, which is
within us, to direct us. In John 14, Jesus tells
us that God will not leave us Comfortless.
He will give us the Spirit of Truth (the Holy
Spirit or Ghost). It will teach a person, who
is open to it, what he or she needs to know
or what to do. It will lead, guide, and direct
us on the path of righteousness. It is like a
spiritual compass. However, individuals
need to listen to it, and obey it. It can be
ignored, if we choose.

Also, God created a Church to help
individuals along life’s path. God knew how
quickly we become weak when we are not
meeting with other believers. The Word of
God tells us how the Church met often
(Moroni 6:5-6). We should love each other
and lift each other up in the Church. We
should also be good examples of Christians
and Saints.

Should other People be able to See or Feel
that we are Christians or Saints of God?
Absolutely! Not necessarily because we tell
them, but rather because they see (or feel)
it in our conversations, actions, deeds,
spirit, and love. If others cannot see or feel
it, then we are not shining the light of Christ
in our lives. We are not being true Saints.
The world needs to see that there are true
Christians in the world. “Let your light so
shine before men, that they may see your
good works, and glorify your Father which is
in heaven” (Matthew 5:6).

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Building on the Rock
Week 3 - History of the Church

Establishment of The Church - The Greek
word translated into English as “church” is
ekklesia. Ekklesia means “an assembly” or,
more specifically, “called out for a gathering
or meeting”. By extension, a Christian
“church” is a gathering of like-minded
believers who place Jesus Christ at the head
of their gathering, learning and practicing
His Gospel, or “Good News” (1). To be
clear, Jesus did not need a church to teach
and promote His Gospel. He wanted a
church because He understood His creation.
He understood that through common
worship, we would grow together as a body,
supporting one another towards a common
goal. Jesus promised a home and life
beyond this existence to those who
accepted His message and endured to the
end (2). The act of enduring would be made
easier with a church following a unified
Gospel.

In Old Testament times, God had instructed
Moses how to ordain and teach priests to
be spiritual leaders (3). Their primary
responsibility was to offer sacrifices to God
to atone, or restore a right relationship, for
their sins. When Jesus came to earth, He
became not only the last and perfect
sacrifice, he was also the last and Great High
Priest (4). He taught we no longer put our
faith in the blood of animals, but in His
blood and His Word to save us. The
priesthood Jesus established no longer
performs sacrifices. Instead they model
Jesus’ earthly ministry in teaching,
preaching and healing with the power and
authority of God (5).

The first members of His priesthood were
the twelve apostles (6). Soon after he sent

Establecimiento de la Iglesia - La palabra
Iglesia en Griego traducida en Inglés es
Ekklesia. Ekklesia significa "una Asamblea"
0, mas concretamente, "convocando para
una reunién". Por extensidn, una "Iglesia"
cristiana es una reunidn de creyentes afines
que colocan a Jesucristo en la cabeza de su
reunion, aprendiendo y practicando su
evangelio, o "buenas noticias" (1). Para ser
claros, Jesus no necesitaba una Iglesia para
ensefiar y promover su evangelio. El queria
una lIglesia porque él entendia su creacion.
Comprendid que, a través de la adoracién
comun, creciamos juntos como un cuerpo,
apoyandose mutuamente hacia un objetivo
comun. Jesus prometié un hogar y una vida
mas alla de esta existencia a aquellos que
aceptaron su mensaje y perseveraron hasta
el fin (2). El acto de perseverar se haria mas
facil con una Iglesia siguiendo un evangelio
unificado.

En los tiempos del Antiguo Testamento, Dios
habia ensefiado a Moisés a ordenar y
ensefar a los sacerdotes a ser lideres
espirituales (3). Su principal responsabilidad
era ofrecer sacrificios a Dios para expiar, o
restaurar una relacién correcta, por sus
pecados. Cuando JesUs vino a la tierra, él se
convirtié no sélo en el Ultimo y perfecto
sacrificio, sino que también fue el Ultimo y
gran sumo sacerdote (4). El ensefié que ya
no ponemos nuestra fe en la sangre de los
animales, sino en su sangre y su palabra
para salvarnos. El sacerdocio que Jesus
establecio ya no realiza sacrificios. En
cambio, modelan el Ministerio terrenal de
Jesus en la ensefianza, la predicaciény la
curacion con el poder y la autoridad de Dios

(5).
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out seventy evangelists to help spread the
Gospel (7). But the most important event in
the establishment of the Church of Jesus
Christ occurred on the Day of Pentecost
when the Holy Spirit Jesus had promised
came to earth like “a rushing, mighty wind.”
(8) That day the priesthood authority was
energized in the apostles and thousands
were converted.

The apostles expanded the types of
ordained offices under the direction of the
Holy Spirit. They ordained deacons (9) to
serve the new saints, and later elders (10),
teachers (11) and deaconesses (12) to help
serve the new congregations forming
primarily because of Paul’s missionary trips.

The newly ordained priesthood also began
teaching and practicing the ordinances Jesus
had taught the apostles during His earthly
ministry. They continued the ordinance of
baptism, but they also confirmed the gift of
the Holy Ghost upon each new member.
They began to serve the Lord’s Supper;
practice feet washing and anoint the sick
with oil for healing. Most importantly, they
taught and exhibited Jesus’ doctrine of love
and how having faith in Him was the only
way to eternal life with Him.

Regularly the Saints (members of the
Church) would gather to hear the preaching,
practice the ordinances and support one
another in the daily effort to live as Jesus
did and taught. The early congregations
met in the homes of the members and
passed on an oral history of Jesus’
teachings. The written history of God’s
people was not widely available and not
everyone could read it. The Gospels written
by the apostles, along with letters written
by Paul, did not always reach each
congregation. Church leaders felt it would
be easier to allow the elders to preach to

Los primeros miembros de su sacerdocio
fueron los doce apdstoles (6). Poco después
de enviar 70 evangelistas para ayudar a
difundir el Evangelio (7). Pero el
acontecimiento mas importante en el
establecimiento de la Iglesia de Jesucristo
ocurrio en el dia de Pentecostés cuando el
Espiritu Santo que Jesus habia prometido
vino a la tierra como "una prisa, poderoso
viento". (8) ese dia la autoridad del
sacerdocio se energizé en los apdstoles y se
convirtieron miles.

Los apdstoles expandieron los tipos de
oficios ordenados bajo la direccién del
Espiritu Santo. Ordenaron a los Didconos (9)
servir a los nuevos Santos, y mas tarde a los
ancianos (10), los maestros (11) y las
Diaconisas (12) para ayudar a servir a las
nuevas congregaciones que se forman
principalmente a causa de los viajes
misioneros de Pablo.

El sacerdocio recién ordenado también
comenzd a ensefiar y practicar las
ordenanzas que JesUs habia ensefiado a los
apostoles durante su Ministerio terrenal.
Continuaron la Ordenanza del bautismo,
pero también confirmaron el don del
Espiritu Santo sobre cada nuevo miembro.
Empezaron a servir la cena del Sefior;
practicar el lavado de pies y ungir a los
enfermos con aceite para la curacion. Mas
importante aun, ensenaron y exhibieron la
doctrina de amor de Jesus y como tener fe
en él era el Unico camino a la vida eterna
con él.

Regularmente los Santos (miembros de la
Iglesia) se reunirian para escuchar la
predicacidn, practicar las ordenanzas y
apoyarse mutuamente en el esfuerzo
cotidiano de vivir como Jesus hizo y enseid.
Las primeras congregaciones se reunieron
en los hogares de los miembros y
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larger gatherings to help standardize the
message. That unfortunately led to the
message itself becoming a product of men’s
interpretation and not from the Holy Spirit.
Soon after, the ordinances were changed or
even stopped.

The Apostasy - After about 500 years, the
church Jesus had established had
completely changed. As a result, the
apostasy occurred. God removed His Holy
Spirit and priesthood authority from the
church, as well as the spiritual gifts, and left
men to their own designs. To be clear, God
did not cease to exist, nor did he stop
working with individuals. Since the church
as an organization no longer represented
the teachings of Jesus Christ, He stopped
working with and blessing the church.

This apostasy didn't just happen overnight,
nor did it come without warning. It was
prophesied in the Old and New Testaments
(13). Jesus and other holy men of God had
warned the Church not to make changes to
His doctrine. One example is 2 John 1:9,
“Whosoever transgresseth, and abideth not
in the doctrine of Christ, hath not God.”
The people were warned time and time
again that false prophets would come forth
to lead them away from the truth. As Satan
has done throughout human history, slowly
and subtly the changes and false teachings
crept in until it was too late, and everything
the Lord had set up was completely
changed.

However, God would never forget His
covenant, or holy promise, to bless the
descendants of Abraham (14). One of
Abraham’s great-grandson’s, Joseph, was a
man of great faith and character. Special
promises were made to him that God began
to fulfill 1000 years before the Apostasy
(15). Under God’s direction, descendants of

transmitieron una historia oral de las
ensefianzas de JesuUs. La historia escrita del
pueblo de Dios no estaba ampliamente
disponible y no todo el mundo podia leerlo.

La apostasia- Después de unos 500 afios, la
Iglesia que Jesus habia establecido habia
cambiado por completo. Como resultado, la
apostasia ocurrié. Dios quité su Espiritu
Santo y la autoridad del sacerdocio de Ia
Iglesia, asi como los dones espirituales, y
dejo a los hombres a sus propios designios.
Para ser claros, Dios no ceso6 de existir, ni
dejod de trabajar con los individuos. Dado
gue la Iglesia como organizacién ya no
representaba las ensefianzas de Jesucristo,
dejod de trabajar y bendecir a la Iglesia.

Esta apostasia no ocurrié de la noche a la
manana, ni tampoco llegd sin previo aviso.
Se profetizé en el antiguo y Nuevo
Testamento (13). JesUs y otros santos
hombres de Dios habian advertido a la
Iglesia que no hiciera cambios en su
doctrina. Un ejemplo es 2 Juan 1:9,
"cualquiera que prevaricara y permanece no
en la doctrina de Cristo, no tiene Dios ". La
gente fue advertida una y otra vez que los
falsos profetas iban a salir para alejarlos de
la verdad. Como Satanas ha hecho a través
de la historia humana, lenta y sutilmente los
cambios y las ensefanzas falsas se
arrastraron hasta que era demasiado tarde,
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Joseph were led away from Jerusalem,
across the many waters to the land we now
call the Americas (16). They established a
civilization in anticipation of the day God
would restore His Spirit and priesthood
authority to the church to fulfill the
promises made to Abraham.

They set up a church here in the Western
Hemisphere that followed the law of Moses
until the time of Christ's coming. He would
visit them after His resurrection, and then
the church was reorganized to match the
one Jesus had set up in Jerusalem. Here He
selected 12 to lead them as He did in the
Eastern Hemisphere, and commanded them
to follow the Holy Ghost. They had the
same ordinances that the church in
Jerusalem had and the same Spirit (17). For
almost 200 years they had all things in
common and accomplished many, many
things that were unable to be written (18).
But, like in the eastern world, man began to
fall away from the Lord's commandments.
As in the Bible, this falling away was
prophesied by Nephi not long after his
family left Jerusalem (19). And just like half
a world away, the church ceased to exist.

The Restoration - The restoration was
prophesied in the Bible (20 & 21) and Book
of Mormon (22). It started when God
moved on the hearts of explorers to travel
to the promised land of America (23). He
established a country of freedoms, including
religion. Less than 50 years after the United
States formed, God answered the prayer of
young Joseph Smith, who asked Him to
reveal His church. God visited Joseph,
telling him to hear the Christ's words and to
join none of the churches, because their
doctrines were not pleasing to Him. He
revealed to Joseph on subsequent occasions
that he would do a great work for Him.

Sin embargo, Dios nunca olvidara su pacto,

Ellos visitaria después de su
resurreccion, y luego la Iglesia fue
reorganizada para que coincida con la que
Jesus habia establecido en Jerusalén. Aqui
seleccion6 12 para liderarlos como lo hizo
en el este hemisferio, y les mandd que
siguieran el Espiritu Santo. Tenian las
mismas ordenanzas que la Iglesia en
Jerusalén y el mismo espiritu (17). Durante
casi 200 anos tenian todas las cosas en
comun y lograron muchas, muchas cosas
que no pudieron ser escritas (18). Pero,
como en el mundo oriental, el hombre
comenzo a alejarse de los mandamientos
del Sefior. Como en la Biblia, esta caida fue
profetizada por Nefi no mucho después de
gue su familia se fuera de Jerusalén (19). Y
al igual que medio mundo de distancia, la
Iglesia dejé de existir.

La restauracidn- La restauracion fue
profetizada en la Biblia (20 & 21) y en el
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God revealed the existence of ancient
sacred records, buried in the earth, which
contained the fullness of the Gospel. The
plain and precious parts had been removed
from the manuscripts used to make the
Bible. God delivered these records to Smith
and gave him power to translate the text
(Egyptian hieroglyphs) to English. The
manuscript was published as The Book of
Mormon.

Smith and Oliver Cowdery, another believer,
prayed for the restoration of God’s
priesthood authority. In time He answered
and they were visited by an angel who
bestowed the authority upon them. God
began to form His Church through the two.
They and others organized into a church,
ordained officers, performed the
ordinances, and experienced the spiritual
gifts, including the Holy Ghost. All this so
God could fulfill His mighty promises.

Satan tried to destroy the Church and
remove it from the Earth again. Smith
received false revelations, began to change
some doctrinal points, and ended up being
murdered. Several leaders claimed to be
the rightful successor, Sidney Rigdon and
Brigham Young included. The church
leadership was divided, and each went their
separate ways forming different churches.

God prepared another man to lead His
Church. William Bickerton believed the
Gospel preached by Rigdon, and was
eventually ordained an Evangelist. God
revealed to Bickerton that Rigdon was not
being led by the Holy Spirit, and when these
revelations came to pass the Church under
Rigdon dissolved.

God revealed to Bickerton that he was being
called to lead the Church. A group of saints
met in fasting and prayer and commenced a

Dios reveld la existencia de antiguos
registros sagrados, enterrados en la tierra,
gue contenian la plenitud del Evangelio. Las
partes claras y preciosas habian sido
removido de los manuscritos utilizados para
hacer la Biblia. Dios entregd estos registros
a Smith y le dio poder para traducir el texto
(jeroglificos egipcios) al inglés. El
manuscrito fue publicado como el libro de
Mormon.

Smith y Oliver Cowdery, otros creyentes,
oraron por la restauracién de la autoridad
del sacerdocio de Dios. Con el tiempo ellos
Respondieron y fueron visitados por un
angel que otorgd la autoridad sobre ellos.
Dios comenzé a formar su Iglesia a través de
los dos. Ellos y otros organizaron en una
Iglesia, ordenaron a los oficiales, realizaron
las ordenanzas, y experimentaron los dones
espirituales, incluyendo el Espiritu Santo.
Todo esto para que Dios cumpliera sus
poderosas promesas.

Satanads intentd destruir la Iglesia y retirarla
de la tierra de nuevo. Smith recibié
revelaciones falsas, comenzd a cambiar
algunos puntos doctrinales, y termind
siendo asesinado. Varios lideres afirmaron
ser el sucesor legitimo, Sidney Rigdon y
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conference. God demonstrated His gifts
and power to this group, confirming His
pleasure in them organizing a church. The
Church of Jesus Christ, just as He had set it
up, was organized back on the Earth to stay
and be removed no more.

We look forward to God's promises being
fulfilled through the church. We will assist
Joseph's descendants, or Seed of Joseph, in
gathering all God’s people. A leader from
among them, the Choice Seer, will be given
great power to convert them and perform
many miracles. Ultimately, all God’s
people will be gathered on the land of
America to a Peaceful Reign, a time and
place of heaven on earth. Jesus will visit
the Church and strengthen them as they
prepare for the final act of God’s great
plan.

Brigham Young incluidos. El liderazgo de la
Iglesia fue dividido, y cada uno fue sus
caminos separados formando diferentes
Iglesias.

Dios preparo a otro hombre para dirigir su
Iglesia. William Bickerton creia que el
Evangelio predicado por Rigdon, y
finalmente fue ordenado evangelista. Dios
reveld a Bickerton que Rigdon no estaba
siendo guiado por el Espiritu Santo, y
cuando estas revelaciones llegaron a pasar
la Iglesia bajo Rigdon disuelto.

Dios le revelé a Bickerton que estaba siendo
llamado a dirigir la Iglesia. Un grupo de
Santos se reunié en ayuno y oracién y
comenzd un Conferencia. Dios demostrd
sus dones y poder a este grupo,
confirmando su placer en ellos organizando
una lglesia.

Week 4- The Book of Mormon

What is the Book of Mormon? - We believe
that the Book of Mormon is the Word of God,
equal to the Bible, written by people who
lived on the land of the Americas. While the
Bible is a record of Israel and then primarily
the Jews (descendants of Judah [1], one of
Israel's sons) after the Babylonian captivity,
the Book of Mormon is primarily a record of
descendants of Joseph [2] (another of Israel's
sons). Lehi [3], a direct descendant of
Joseph's son Manasseh [4], was directed to
take his family and another one into the
wilderness from Jerusalem and led to the
promised land [5]. The group would end up
splitting in two, becoming the Nephites
(named after Lehi's son Nephi) and
Lamanites (named after another son, Laman)
[6]. The Nephites would meet another group
God brought to the promised land. While
they didn't have a name, per se, they were
led by Mulek [7], a son of the Jewish King
Zedekiah, that escaped from the Babylonian
attack on Jerusalem. The book also contains
information about a people who populated
the Americas before Lehi and his family
came. Their existence goes back all the way
to the Tower of Babel, when the Lord
brought Jared, his brother, their friends, and
their families (referred to as the Jaredites) to
the promised land [8]. The Book of Mormon
is made up of an abridged history of these
people, along with prophesy and revelations
[9]. It was through the Book of Mormon that
God restored the Gospel back to the Earth in
the early 1800s. It had not been changed
from its original manuscript, inscribed on
metal plates versus paper, when Joseph
Smith translated it from the reformed
Egyptian to English. Therefore, it contained
the fullness of the Gospel as delivered by

éQué es el Libro de Mormdn? - Creemos que
el Libro de Mormon es la palabra de Dios,
igual a la Biblia, escrita por personas que
vivieron en la tierra de las Américas.
Mientras que la Biblia es un registro de Israel
y luego principalmente los judios
(descendientes de Juda 1, uno de los hijos de
Israel) después del cautiverio babildnico, el
Libro de Mormon es principalmente un
registro de los descendientes de José 2 (otro
de los hijos de Israel). Lehi 3, descendiente
directo del hijo de José, Manasés [4], fue
dirigido a llevar a su familia y otro al desierto
desde Jerusalén y condujo a la tierra
prometida [5]. El grupo terminaria
dividiéndose en dos, convirtiéndose en los
nefitas (hombrados en el nombre del hijo de
Lehi, Nefi) y lamanitas (el nombre de otro
hijo, Laman) [6]. Los nefitas conocerian a
otro grupo que Dios trajo a la tierra
prometida. Si bien no tenian un nombre, per
se, fueron dirigidos por Mulek [7], un hijo de
el Judio El rey Sedequias, que escapé del
ataque babildénico a Jerusalén. Ellibro
también contiene informacidn sobre un
pueblo que pobld las Américas antes de que
Lehi y su familia vinieran. Su existencia se
remonta hasta la torre de Babel, cuando el
Sefior trajo a Jared, a su hermano, a sus
amigos y a sus familias (denominados
Jareditas) a la tierra prometida [8]. El Libro
de Mormoén se compone de una historia
resumida de estos Gente, junto con
profetizar y Revelaciones [9]. Fue a través
del Libro de Mormdn que Dios restauré el
Evangelio de nuevo a la tierra a principios de
1800. eso no habia sido cambiado de su
manuscrito original, inscritos en Metal Placas
versus papel, Cuando José Smith lo tradujo
del egipcio reformado al inglés. Por lo tanto,
contenia la plenitud del evangelio entregado
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Jesus when He visited the people on this land
after His resurrection [10].

How was the book compiled? - A man by the
name of Mormon, who the book is named
after, was given charge of all the historical
and sacred records almost 400 years after
Christ [11]. Mormon compiled an
abridgement of these and then handed it off
to his son, Moroni, who added one chapter
to his father's work [12]. He then hid the
records in the hill Cumorah for safe keeping
until God would reveal them to the world
again [13].

How did the book get published? - When the
plates were given to Joseph, there were two
stones in silver bows with them [14]. When
looked through, the person blessed by God
with the power to translate could see the
words in his language. These interpreters
were passed down with the plates from
writer to writer and eventually buried with
them [15]. Joseph used them, and by the
power of God, translated the reformed
Egyptian writings into the English language.
He started on April 12, 1828 and finished he
first 116 pages by June [16]. When the first
116 pages were completed, Martin Harris,
who was writing as Joseph read the plates
aloud, took a few of the characters which he
had drawn up from the plates to Professor
Charles Anthon, an American classical
scholar, for his review. Upon inspection, the
professor concluded the characters were the
most correct translation of Egyptian that he
had seen and gave Harris a certificate of
authenticity. As Harris was leaving, Mr.
Anthon called him back and asked him how
Joseph Smith, Jr. had learned the location of
these gold plates. He said an angel of God
revealed it unto him. With that, the
professor asked for the certificate and he
tore it into pieces, saying there was no such
thing as administering angels. He asked
Harris to bring the actual plates to see them,

por Jesus cuando visito al pueblo en esta
tierra después de su resurreccién [10].
¢Como se compild el libro? - Un hombre
llamado Mormon, al que el libro lleva su
nombre, recibio el cargo de todos los
registros histéricos y sagrados casi 400 anos
después de Cristo [11]. Mormdn compilé un
compendio de estos y luego se lo entregd a
su hijo, Moroni, quien afiadié un capitulo a la
obra de su padre [12]. Luego escondid los
registros en el Cerro Cumorah para
mantenerlos seguros hasta que Dios los
revelara al mundo de nuevo [13].

¢Como se publico el libro? -Cuando las
planchas fueron dadas a José, habia dos
piedras en lazos de plata con ellas [14].
Cuando mird a través, la persona bendecida
por Dios con el poder de traducir podria ver
las palabras en su idioma. Estos intérpretes
fueron transmitidos con las planchas del
escritor al escritor y eventualmente
enterrados con ellos [15]. José los usg, y por
el poder de Dios, tradujo los escritos egipcios
reformados al idioma inglés. Comenzé el 12
de abril de 1828 y termind primero 116
paginas en junio [16]. Cuando se
completaron las primeras 116 paginas,
Martin Harris, que escribia mientras José leia
las planchas en voz alta, tomo algunos de los
personajes que habia redactado de las
planchas al profesor Charles Anthon, un
erudito clasico estadounidense, para su
revision. Tras la inspeccion, el profesor
concluyd que los personajes eran la
traduccién mas correcta del egipcio que
habia visto y le dio a Harris un certificado de
autenticidad. Cuando Harris se iba, el Sr.
Anthon lo llamé de vuelta y le pregunté
como José Smith, Jr. habia aprendido la
ubicacién de estas planchas de oro. Dijo que
un angel de Dios lo reveld a él. Con eso, el
profesor pidid el certificado y lo rompid en
pedazos, diciendo que no habia tal cosa
como administrar Angeles. Le pidié a Harris
que trajera los platos reales para verlos, pero
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but Harris said he could not, as some were
sealed. The Professor replied, “I

cannot read a sealed book," fulfilling the
prophecy in Isaiah 29:11-14 [17]. After the
event with Professor Anthon, Martin pleaded
with Joseph to give him the 116 pages of
manuscript to show to some family
members. In the hands of Martin, the 116
pages were either lost or stolen. The Lord
told Joseph not to retranslate the 116 pages
but to continue on [18]. On April 7, 1829,
Oliver Cowdery became Joseph Smith’s new
writer and the translation continued until it
was completed on July 1, 1829 [19].
Authenticity and Value of The Book of
Mormon - How do we answer the question
of whether the Book of Mormon is the Word
of God? There are three answers to that
question. First, to judge if something is of
God or not, we need to examine if what the
message is follows or contradicts God's
message. If we believe the Bible is the Word
of God, then we compare what the Book of
Mormon says to it. Throughout the entire
book, nothing that is written in the Bible is
contradicted or said to be wrong. The Book
of Mormon provides additional insight into
the teachings God provided to His people
through angels, His Spirit, and Jesus Christ.
Second, there are multiple Biblical scriptures
that reference a second record, of the tribe
of Joseph, that will come forth. Three of
them can be found in Ezekiel [20], Isaiah [21],
and Psalms [22]. Finally, it takes faith.
Whether the Bible or Book of Mormon, none
of us on Earth today saw the books be
written. So to know their truth, we must
believe in their words.

The value of the Book of Mormon to the
Church lies in the fact that it restored many
“plain and precious things” of Christ’s
doctrine, as discussed earlier. It provides us
with valuable information regarding God’s
dealings with the House of Israel on the

Why Is It Called the Holy Bible?

In ancient times, words and manuscripts
were written on papyrus reed, which was
also known as “biblos”. This name was then
applied to all sacred writings, and came to
be known as the Bible, which actually means
the “little books”. Animal skins, in the form
of scrolls, were used later for this purpose,

In 1947, approximately 800 scrolls
and fragments of scrolls were found in
eleven caves near Qumran on the northwest
shore of the Dead Sea, which have come to
be known as the Dead Sea Scrolls. (Nelson’s
New Illustrated Bible Dictionary, page 339.)
Many of them contained scriptures from the
Bible. The Dead Sea Scrolls pushed back the
date of the earliest Biblical manuscripts to
before the 2nd Century B.C. They help to
validate the accurate transmittal of
scriptural text and provide information
regarding times leading up to the coming of
Jesus Christ into the world.

The word “holy” indicates something that is
considered sacred or divine. Based on how
the Bible describes itself, and our
understanding of it, the Bible is often
referred to as the “Holy Bible.”

What are the differences between the Old
and New Testaments?

The Bible consists of 66 books and is divided
into two major divisions, the Old and the
New Testaments. There are many definitions
of the word “testament”, including
“settlement”, “treaty” and “covenant” both
in Hebrew and in Greek, and the most
appropriate definition appears to be
“covenant”. The old covenant is the one
sealed at Mount Sinai in the days of Moses.
By this covenant, the living and true God,
who had delivered the Israelites from slavery
in Egypt, promised to bless them as His
special people. They were also to worship
Him alone as their one true God, and to
accept His law as their rule for life (Exodus
19:3 24:3- 8). (Nelson’s New lllustrated Bible
Dictionary page 183).

The new covenant was announced by Jesus
as He spoke to His disciples in the upper
room in Jerusalem, the night before His
death. When He gave them a cup of wine to
drink, Jesus declared that this symbolized
“the new covenant in my blood” (Luke
22:20; 1 Corinthians 11:25).

Between the times of Moses and Jesus, the
prophet Jeremiah foresaw a day when God
would make a new covenant with His people
(Jeremiah 31:33).

Old Testament: The books of the Old
Testament were written over a period of
about 1,000 years in the Hebrew language,
except for a few selected passages, which
were written in Aramaic. The Old Testament

This is a wonderful subject, as it explains
why the Church of Jesus Christ is so special
to us. Many times, we are asked what
church we belong to or what faith we
believe in. The content of this lesson will
help you better answer those types of
questions.

Why is there a need for a unique church?
The short answer is that there was an
apostacy, or a time in which people fell
away from the full truth of the Gospel. This
created a need for that fullness of the
Gospel to be restored. When Joseph Smith
was seeking understanding from the Lord as
to which church he should join, he was
given a significant revelation in which he
was told by the Lord to join none of them.
This was because there wasn’t a church at
the time that was practicing the fullness of
the Gospel as the Lord intended. This is in
fulfillment of the prophecy given in
scripture that a time would come when
God’s Spirit could not be found in the earth.
If an apostacy was to occur due to mankind
corrupting the doctrine and ways of the
Lord, the end of that time period would
come by reestablishing the church as it was
intended to be originally.

The Restored Gospel

This is the meaning of the restoration, that
the original church which Christ set up on
earth would be restored again to all of the
correct beliefs and truths from God. After
humanity had fallen away from the pure
Gospel and the complete teachings of
Christ, the restored Gospel would need to
come forth by revelation and power from
God. This is what happened when Joseph

Spiritual Ordinances are authoritative
commands or requirements of God. They
are divine instructions concerning necessary
Church procedures. Each has a scriptural
basis, and in several cases were
demonstrated or explained by Jesus. They
are, therefore, a very important part of the
foundation of our Church.

Ordinations

God set up a Church. He knew that
Christians or Saints would need to be part of
a body (The Body of Christ). God also knew
that there would need to be servant-leaders
and an organization. Therefore, God
chooses certain people to be in certain roles
which have various spiritual duties and
responsibilities. These men and women are
called by God and ordained (spiritually
installed/placed) into these positions or
offices. When an individual is ordained, his
or her feet are washed, a special prayer is
offered, and then a second prayer with oil
and the laying of hands on the person by
the ministry. Following the scriptures, the
ordained offices of The Church of Jesus
Christ includes 12 apostles, 70 evangelists,
elders, teachers, deacons, and deaconesses.
Ordained individuals perform or take charge
of all ordinances discussed below.

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Every week in The Church of Jesus Christ we
observe the ordinance of Communion (also
called the Lord’s Supper or Sacrament). We
do this to remember the sacrifice of Jesus
Christ. As Jesus, himself, told us at the Last
Supper--the bread represents His body and
the wine His blood. Today, we use bread
and wine as Jesus did. We also share the
broken bread and cup as was done by Jesus.
Everything about this ordinance is holy and
sacred. The table is set by ordained
deaconesses. They use consecrated items
(to be discussed below) in setting the table.
Ministers pray over the bread and wine
(one at a time) to bless and sanctify it.
These prayers are so important that we
kneel for them. In addition, only baptized
members who are dutiful, and in a worthy
and loving spiritual place or state should
partake of it. God has clearly warned the
Church of the serious consequences if those
who are unworthy partake of it.

Anointing the Sick and Praying for the
Weak in Spirit

We are a Church of Miracles. Those
miracles are often connected to this
ordinance. God has given the ministry in His
Church the power to heal the sick of mind,
body, and spirit. If physically afflicted the
ministry will anoint a person’s head with oil,
lay their hands on the person, and pray for
God’s healing. If a person is spiritually weak
or needs guidance, oil is typically not used
as part of the prayer. In situations where a
person cannot be prayed for in person, a
garment or handkerchief can be anointed
by a minister and sent to the person
needing the healing or blessing. The item is
temporarily placed on only that person for a
healing.

Since thisis a
spiritual activity which was done at the Last
Supper, the ordained deacons and deacons
play a leading role and use consecrated
items (to be discussed below), and only
dutiful members who have partaken of
communion that day can participate. Jesus
stated that “ye also ought to wash one
another’s feet. For | have given you an
example, that ye should do as | have done
to you.” It could not be any clearer that all
members need to participate in this
ordinance as often as possible. Jesus also
made it clear that this ordinance should not
be viewed as an unpleasant experience, but
rather you should be happy if you do it.

Blessing of Children

The Church of Jesus Christ believes in the
Blessing of children and not Baptism of
children. Jesus Christ blessed children in
Israel (in the Bible) and in our part of the
world (in the Book of Mormon). He also
made clear that children do not need to be
baptized. They are covered by the atoning
blood of Christ. In fact he stated:
“Whosoever shall not receive the kingdom
of God as a little child, he shall not enter
therein.” Jesus, himself, was not baptized
until He was approximately 30 years old.
Therefore, ministers of our Church offer a

Daily Prayer Life

Prayer is the way we communicate with God.
Quite simply, if you do not have a good
prayer life, you do not have a good
relationship with God. If you are not sure
how to prayer, Jesus himself, taught us the
manner in which we should pray (Matt. 6:5-
15 and Il Nephi 13:5-15). What is now called
The Lord’s Prayer (and other verses)
illustrates that God wants us to ask for things
that we or our loved ones need (“our daily
bread”). However, it also teaches us that we
should praise God (‘Hallowed be Thy Name”),
ask for forgiveness (“forgive us of our
debts”), and seek spiritual help (“lead us not
into temptation”). In addition, the prayer
recognizes that we need to accept God’s Will
for us (“Thy will be done”). This prayer is a
beautiful example of how to prayer, but God
does not want us to simply repeat it over and
over (“use not vain repetitions”-Matt. 6:7).
He wants us to communicate with Him every
single day and throughout the day. We
should not just pray when we need
something. In fact, it is a beautiful thing to
pray only for others, or a prayer of gratitude
to God, and not for yourself. In other words,
be constantly in prayer for everything and
everyone!

Week 10 - A New Life in Jesus

Who is Jesus (the Christ)? He is the Son of
God (the Father). Jesus means “Savior” or
“God (Yahweh) Saves”. Christ means “the
anointed one” or “Messiah”. It was a title
given to Jesus and is was not His last name.

There are hundreds of prophesies about
Jesus and His coming in scripture. All of
these titles or ideas refer to who Jesus is.
He is the One who came into the world to
save or redeem it (after the fall of Adam).
He was chosen and anointed by the Father
to save the world from sin and provide for a
pathway to Eternal Life for those who
believe in Him and serve Him. First to the
House of Israel and the Jews, and then to
the Gentiles and the entire world.

He was with the Father before the
foundation of the world. He was born of a
virgin (Mary). When Jesus was about 30
years old, he began to perform great
miracles and preach about the Good
News—His Gospel to the World. This is the
New Testament, New Deal, and New
Contract.

Jesus wants to have a direct and personal
relationship with each of us.

Before Jesus, the people of Israel were
living under the Old Law, the Law of Moses,
the Old Testament, and the Old Contract.

The OIld Testament had very strict rules and
severe earthly punishments if the rules
were broken. It wasn’t possible for the
average person to have a direct, personal
relationship with God. People had to go
through the Priests for this relationship and
to approach God and receive the

Jesus and
His Gospel should be the centerpiece of
your life.

You should BELIEVE in Him. You should
have FAITH in Him. You should REPENT of
your sins. You should be BAPTIZED.

After you're baptized, you should spend the
rest of your life trying to be Christ-like. In
other words, trying to be as much like
Christ as possible. This means loving God
with all your heart, mind, and soul (and
strength) AND loving your neighbor as
yourself. Obeying these two
commandments, means you’re obeying all
of God’s commandments.

How will my life change?

Having a New Life in Jesus implies there
was an old life, dead in your transgressions,
led by the evil one, who comes to steal and
destroy. God called you out of the world to
become part of the Family (Kingdom) of
God- and thus one of his children.

You are saved by grace through faith. It is a
gift of God. Your life should reflect
gratitude for what Jesus has done for you!

Now, you’re living in the Light of the New
Gospel, which is Jesus, and become “a new
creature in Christ.” God gives you a “new
heart” onto which he writes his
commandments; and God gives you His
Spirit - the Holy Spirit - to comfort you, and
to lead and guide you everything you do.

Your desires will be to follow God’s
commandments every day, and to love
others more than you ever have done
before, and to forgive those you previously
judged as unforgiveable as many times as
they offend and hurt you.

The Holy Spirit will help you to break old
bad habits and traits that will negatively
impact your new life and your relationship
with God. More and more, you’ll exhibit
Godly traits and the fruits of the Holy Spirit
—which are love, joy, peace,
longsuffering/patience,
gentleness/kindness, goodness, faith,
meekness, and temperance/self-control.

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Brief History of The Church of Jesus Christ (Apostasy, Restoration,
Book of Mormon), and its Unique or Amazing Features

Establishment of The Church of Jesus Christ --The Greek word translated into
English as “church” is ekklesia and it means “an assembly”(more specifically, “called
out for a gathering or meeting”). By extension, a Christian “church” is a gathering of
like-minded believers who place Jesus Christ at the head of their gathering, learning
and practicing His Gospel, or “Good News” (Eph. 1:22-23). God created a church
because He understood the needs of His creation. He comprehended that through
common worship, we would grow together as a body, supporting one another
towards a common goal. Jesus promised an eternal home and life beyond this
existence (John 3:16, 14:14) to those who accepted His message and endured to the
end (Matt. 24:13; Mk 13:13). The act of enduring would be made easier with a
church following a unified Gospel and fellow brothers and sisters in Christ who
exhibited love and the fruits of the Spirit (John 13:35; I Cor. 13; Gal. 5:22-26). We
are to be One Body and One Spirit working together for God (I Cor. 12; Eph. 4:4).

Jesus Christ sent up His Church in Palestine approximately 2,000 years ago. The
Church'’s foundation is His teachings and Gospel. Jesus also said that He would not
leave us “comfortless” after His ascension to Heaven, but instead gave followers the
Spirit of Truth to abide in them (John 14:16-18). Shortly, after Christ’s ascension, on
the Day of Pentecost, the Holy Ghost or Spirit came to earth like a “rushing mighty
wind” (Acts 2). Christ also chose 12 Apostles to lead the Church (Matt. 10).
Likewise, other ordained offices were created to help strengthen the members and
spread the Gospel (Luke 10; Acts 6; I Cor. 12:28-29; Eph. 4:11; Rom. 16:1)

The ordained ministry or priesthood began teaching the Word of God and practicing
the ordinances Jesus had taught the apostles during His earthly ministry. They
continued the ordinance of baptism, but they also confirmed the gift of the Holy
Ghost upon each new member. They began to serve the Lord’s Supper; practice feet
washing and anoint the sick with oil for healing. Most importantly, they taught and
exhibited Jesus’ doctrine of love and how having faith in Him was the only way to
eternal life with Him. Regularly the Saints (members of the Church) would gather to
hear the preaching, practice the ordinances and support one another in the daily
effort to live as Jesus taught.

The Apostasy - Very unfortunately, the Church that Jesus Christ set up began to
change over time. During this time period, key beliefs and ordinances in the church
began to be altered or fall away. After about 500 years, the church Jesus had
established had very dramatically or completely changed. As a result, the apostasy
occurred. An apostasy is a forsaking or abandonment of a church’s faith, beliefs, and
practices. When this occurred, God removed His Holy Spirit and priesthood
authority from the church, as well as the spiritual gifts, and left people to their own
designs. To be clear, God did not cease to exist, nor did He stop working with
individuals. Since the church as an organization no longer faithfully or accurately



represented the teachings of Jesus Christ, God stopped working with and blessing
the church.

This apostasy did not happen overnight, nor did it come without warning. It was
discussed and prophesied in the scriptures (Matt. 11:12; John 9:4; Acts 20:28-30; II
Thes. 2:3-8; [ Tim. 4:1-3; I Tim. 4:3-4; Il Pet 2:1-3; Rev. 11:3; Rev. 12; Rev. 13:4-9).
Jesus and other holy men of God had warned the Church not to make changes to His
doctrine. One example is 2 John 1:9, “Whosoever transgresseth, and abideth not in
the doctrine of Christ, hath not God.” The people were warned time and time again
that false prophets would come forth to lead them away from the truth. As Satan
has done throughout human history, slowly and subtly the changes and false
teachings crept in until it was too late, and much that the Lord had set up was
incorrectly changed to mislead people. The Evil One will always try to confuse
people and lead them away from God’s Truth.

The Restoration and the Americas -Our God is so awesome that He would not
allow the apostasy to be permanent. His plan was to restore the true and full Gospel
to men and women the world over. As mentioned above, there were scriptures that
foretold of the apostasy, but there were also scriptures or prophecies that showed
that God would restore His Church and that it could never be permanently
destroyed (Dan. 2:44; Matt. 24:14; Rev. 14:6-7)

Clearly tied to the Restoration of the Gospel, are the lands of the Americas and God’s
covenant to His Chosen People (The House of Israel). God cannot lie and would
never forget His covenant, or holy promises, to bless the descendants of Abraham or
the House of Israel (Gen. 12:1-4, 17:1-8, 26:3-4, 28:13-15). One of Abraham’s great-
grandsons was Joseph (who was sold by his brothers and ended up in Egypt as
second in command to Pharaoh). Special promises were made to him that God
began to fulfill a 1000 years before the Apostasy (Gen. 49:22). Under God’s
direction, descendants of Joseph (including Lehi and his son Nephi) were led away
from Jerusalem, across the many waters to the land we now call the Americas (I
Nephi 2:20). They established a civilization in anticipation of the day God would
restore His Spirit and priesthood authority to the church to fulfill the promises
made to Abraham.

The more righteous descendants of Joseph set up a church here in the Western
Hemisphere that followed the law of Moses until the time of Christ's coming. Jesus
would visit them after His resurrection, and then the Church was reorganized to
match the one Jesus had set up in Jerusalem. Here He selected 12 to lead them as He
did in Palestine, and commanded them to follow the Holy Ghost. They had the same
ordinances that the church in Jerusalem had and the same Spirit (III Nephi 11-27).
For almost 200 years they had all things in common and accomplished many things
that were unable to be written (IV Nephi 1). But, like in the Old World, men and
women began to fall away from the Lord's commandments. As in the Bible, this
falling away had prophesied (by Nephi) not long after his family left Jerusalem (I



Nephi 13:24-29; Il Nephi 26:1-15). And just like half a world away, the Church
ceased to exist as God intended.

The Restoration and the Book of Mormon - The Restoration of the Gospel was
prophesied in the Bible (see last section and Ps. 85; Ez. 37:15-20; Isaiah 2:1-5,
11:12, 29:4-24, 62:10-12, Dan. 2:44, Mic. 4:1-8; Hos. 9; John 10:16). It was through
the Book of Mormon that God restored the full Gospel and His Church in the early
1800s. God answered the prayer of young Joseph Smith in New York State, who
asked Him to reveal His church (relying on James 1:5). God visited Joseph Smith,
telling him to hear Christ's words and to join none of the churches, because their
doctrines were not pleasing to Him. He revealed to Joseph on subsequent occasions
that he would do a great work for Him.

God revealed the existence of ancient sacred records, buried in the earth, which
contained the fullness of the Gospel. These were the records of Lehi and his
descendants and other people God had brought to the Americas. Very importantly,
these records and God’s Word had not been changed (unlike some of the Holy
Scriptures in the Middle East and Europe). Many plain and precious parts had been
removed from the manuscripts used to make the Bible. God delivered these
unaltered records (and thus doctrinally pure and abridged but complete records)
on metal plates to Smith, and gave him power to translate the text (reformed
Egyptian) to English. The manuscript was published as The Book of Mormon.

Smith and Oliver Cowdery, another believer, prayed for the restoration of God’s
priesthood authority. In time He answered and they were visited by an angel who
bestowed the authority upon them. God began to form His Church through these
two men. Soon they and others organized into a church with ordained officers who
performed the ordinances, and they experienced the spiritual gifts (including the
Holy Ghost). The Gospel was restored so that God could fulfill His mighty promises
to the House of Israel and the World!

However, once again, Satan tried to destroy the Church. Smith began to accept false
revelations which are clearly contradicted by the scriptures. In addition, the Church
was attacked by many outsiders, and eventually Smith was killed by a mob. Several
leaders claimed to be the rightful successor. Sidney Rigdon (Smith’s First
Counselor) and Brigham Young were primary contenders. The church leadership
was divided, and several went their separate ways forming different churches.
William Bickerton became a member of the church led by Rigdon, and was ordained
an Evangelist. As Rigdon'’s organization became disorganized, God revealed to
Bickerton that he was being called to lead the Church. He had a vision in which he
was told that if he did not preach the Gospel he would fall from the highest
mountain in the world into a dreadful chasm below. Bickerton listened to God’s
warning and The Church of Jesus Christ was now organized to stay for evermore.



Unique and Special Features of The Church of Jesus Christ and
Promises (Future Events)

Our beliefs are based in the Word of God. The Holy Scriptures, the Bible and the
Book of Mormon, are the foundation for our doctrine. In addition to the scriptures
that guide us, we also believe in divine revelation. In other words, we believe that
God speaks to His people. The Lord is able to reveal His will and truth to those who
put their faith in Him. Just like He has always done with the prophets of old, God
speaks to His people today as well (2 Nephi 26:12-13; Mosiah 5:3, Jarom 1:4).

We believe that God has given authority to this Church to preach the fullness of His
Gospel, and to baptize members into the Church and ordain members into offices in
which they have been called by God (Mosiah 18:13 & 18, Alma 5:3, Mark 6:7).

In addition to the Great Commission (Matt. 28:16-20), The Church has been given a
Divine Commission--that the Gentiles have a special calling for sharing the Gospel
with the Seed of Joseph (1 Nephi 10:11-14 & 13:42 & 15:13 & 22:6-9).

The Lord will call a Choice Seer as a leader to the Seed of Joseph (2 Nephi 3:6-7).
The Gentiles and tribe of Joseph who are true followers of Christ will build the New
Jerusalem and establish Zion on the land of America (3 Nephi 21:23-24).

We believe in the Peaceful Reign (Zion) which will last for a significant amount of
time and where the devil will no power over the saints (3 Nephi 21:25; Dan. 7; 2
Nephi 30:18). Peace and joy will reign (2 Nephi 12:2-4; Is. 11:9, 35:10, 65:21-23).
We believe that all the tribes of Israel will be gathered and an invitation will be
extended to all people who love and follow Christ (Ez 37:21-28; Dan. 2:44; Ether
13:5).

We do not baptize babies or young children. Instead we ask a special blessing upon
children. When children grow to an age of maturity, then they can make their own
decision about baptism (Matt 9:14, Mark 10:16, Moroni 8:11-13, John 3:3).

We practice Feet Washing as an ordinance based on Christ’s example (John 13:1-
17).

The ministry of our church is unpaid (Acts 8:19, Matt 10:8).

The ministry is called by God rather than selected by a committee or congregation
(Heb 5:4 Matt 10:1, 3 Nephi 11:20-22).

If someone is sick, we believe in the practice of laying hands on a person’s head and
anointing them with oil (James 5:14, Acts 19:11-12).

We believe that the miracles of God have not ceased! The power and Spirit of God is
manifested today in the form of miracles, manifestations of His Spirit, and in the
fruits and gifts of the Spirit. (Gal 5:22-23, 1 Cor 12:1-27, John 15:4, Acts 2:42, Rom
10:13-14 & 17).

The name of our Church is significant, as it is named after nothing else and no one
else but our Lord. Itis called “The Church of Jesus Christ” (3 Nephi 27:8).

There is a need to endure in our faith until the end of this life. This is necessary for
salvation (1 Thes 5:12, Gal 5:13, Luke 10:37, James 1:22 & 27 & 4:47, John 15:10 &
17:16, Gal 4:9, 1 John 2:6 & 3:10, 2 Cor 6:17, Rev 3:3).

We reserve a portion of our services for sharing testimonies. This is a time to
praise God and share what God has done in our lives (Hebrews 13:15).

We sing The Songs of Zion, which are songs that have been given to the Church
through inspiration (Psalms 137:3, Isaiah 35:10).
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
